Series: LSU-Shreveport leads 3-1 and has a three-game winning streak against Xavier.
The Gold Rush’s only victory was 96-86 in Shreveport on Dec. 12, 2003. The Pilots are 2-0
at The Barn, winning 75-69 on Feb. 14, 2004, and 89-64 on Jan. 10, 2005.

Most Recently: Aaron Burgess had career-highs of 13 points and 13 rebounds for Xavier
on Saturday in a 51-44 home loss to Mobile. Kelechi Okoroha's basket with 6:19 remaining
gave Xavier its only lead of the second half, 39-37, but Marcus Yeager put Mobile ahead to
stay 29 seconds later with a 3-pointer. Yeager, who scored 23 points, hit three more treys, the
last with 1:22 remaining to make it 49-42, and finished with a season-high seven.

Time Change: Xavier moved up its starting times for a Saturday doubleheader at The
Barn against Loyola. The women’s game will start at 1 p.m., followed by the men’s game at 3.
“We changed the times to give our fans the chance to watch the Xavier games, then watch the
New Orleans Saints’ playoff game that night,” Xavier Athletics Director Dennis Cousin said.

Also Notable:
— Xavier’s Cornelius Kennedy is 14 of 17 (.824) from the floor in the last four games.
— Xavier’s Shaun Dumas ranks fourth in NAIA Division I with 3.0 steals per game and
sixth with 5.8 assists per game. Dumas leads the Gulf Coast Athletic Conference in steals.
— LSU-Shreveport was No. 5 in last week’s NAIA Division I rankings. The Pilots have
won 35 of their last 40 GCAC games and won or shared the last two GCAC regular-season
championships.
— The Pilots’ Josh Porter, a third-team NAIA All-America guard as a junior last season, is
out for the year after fracturing his neck Nov. 28 against Southwestern Assemblies of God.
