Series: Xavier leads 20-2 and has a seven-game winning streak. Both Wolfpack
victories came at The Barn — 64-61 on Nov. 9, 1994, in the first meeting and 53-50 on Jan.
24, 2002. The teams last met during the 2004-05 season, with Xavier winning 69-60 at
Loyola on Jan. 26, 2005, and 66-64 (after trailing 20-4) on Feb. 23, 2005, at The Barn.
Xavier is 20-0 when it scores 63 or more points against Loyola.

Most Recently: Mark Stewart made a career-best seven 3-point field goals — one less
than Percy Bland’s 1989 school record — and matched his career high of 28 points, but it
wasn’t enough as Spring Hill escaped with a 70-66 Gulf Coast Athletic Conference victory
Thursday at Mobile, Ala. It was an up-and-down game for the Gold Rush, which trailed by
11 in the first half but led by four at halftime.

Also Notable:
— Two of NAIA Division I’s most prolific 3-point shooters — Xavier’s Mark Stewart and
Loyola’s Luke Zumo — will meet. Both rank in the top 20 nationally in 3-point field goals
made per game. They rank 1-3 in the GCAC.
— Freshman forward Rashaad Lewis, who quit the team and withdrew from Xavier in late
September, has rejoined the team. He made his collegiate debut at Spring Hill and had six
points, four rebounds, a steal and no turnovers in 16 minutes.
— Xavier’s four-game losing streak is its longest since the 1999-2000 season. The Gold
Rush have not lost five in a row since an eight-game skid in 1998-99.
— Today’s doubleheader was moved up four hours to avoid a conflict with the New Orleans
Saints’ NFL playoff game tonight against Philadelphia at the Superdome.
— This is the first of seven consecutive games for Xavier in New Orleans. Six of those
games will be played at The Barn; the exception is a Jan. 25 contest against SUNO.
