Series: Xavier leads 33-26 and won three straight and nine of the last 12 meetings . . .
The Crusaders’ last victory was 94-86 at The Barn on Feb. 5, 2004 . . . The teams split their last
10 meetings at The Barn (1996-2005) . . . There have been two one-point decisions, none since
1990-91 . . . Biggest winning margin: William Carey 71, Xavier 44 during the 1995-96 season.

Most Recently: Kelechi Okoroha collected 17 points and a season-high seven assists
Saturday to lead Xavier to an 81-69 GCAC victory against Belhaven at The Barn. Mark
Stewart had 14 points, Shaun Dumas 13 and Rashaad Lewis a season-high 11 for Xavier.
Lewis grabbed nine of Xavier’s season-best 51 rebounds.

Making His Mark on the Perimeter: Mark Stewart has 55 3-pointers this season,
which ties him for fifth place on the Xavier season list and is well within reach of Percy
Bland’s 1989-90 record of 74. Stewart has 148 career 3-pointers, which ranks him third
behind Bland (1988-92) with 173 and Dale Montgomery (1992-96) with 185. Stewart ranks
fourth in NAIA Division I this season with 3.4 3-pointers made per game.

Gold Rush Faces National Leader: William Carey senior guard Jarekus Singleton,
a transfer from Southern Miss, leads NAIA Division I with a 25.8 scoring average. Three
other GCAC players — Belhaven’s Bobby Johnson (third, 25.3), Tougaloo’s Kevin McCoy
(fifth, 23.0) and Spring Hill’s Cash Covington (ninth, 19.5) — are in the top 10. Xavier
limited Johnson to 14 points on 5-of-14 shooting Saturday.
