Xavier Women’s Notes
Briefly: Winner of today’s game against Loyola (15-8, 10-2)

will take sole possession of first place in the GCAC . . . The
Wolfpack has a 13-game home winning streak . . . A Xavier loss
would give the Nuggets back-to-back conference losses for just
the second time in six seasons and the first time since 2001-02.

Series: Xavier leads 22-1 (10-0 at The Den) and has a three-
game winning streak. Loyola’s victory was 77-74 in the semifinals
of the GCAC Tournament at the Alario Center in Westwego, La.,
on March 5, 2004 . . . Xavier won 75-70 in overtime at The Barn
on Jan. 13 despite losing a 15-point halftime lead.

Most Recently: Xavier lost 80-72 Thursday at Mobile, the
GCAC’s third-place team (10-3) . . . Nuggets led 17-2 in the first
4½ minutes but couldn’t hold on . . . In the second half the Lady
Rams shot 72.7 percent from the floor and made 17 of 20 free
throws . . . Xavier’s Jarryn Cleaves made seven 3-pointers to tie a
school record, and the Nuggets’ 11 3-pointers set a school record.

Ouch: The Nuggets lost four of their five preseason starters
because of torn ACLs (knee), and more injuries have reduced the
17-player preseason roster . . . Xavier could not use more than
seven healthy scholarship players in any of the last four games.

Next: Xavier plays SUNO at 5:30 p.m. Monday at The Barn in
the Nuggets’ final regular-season home game.

Xavier Men’s Notes
Briefly: The Gold Rush will try to extend its season-high

eight-game win streak with a victory at Loyola (4-18, 1-11) . . .
Xavier has not won nine straight since an 11-game streak in 2003-
04 . . . Loyola has lost two straight and 13 of its last 14 games.

Series: Xavier leads 21-2 (11-0 at The Den) and has an eight-
game winning streak. Both Wolfpack victories came at The Barn
— 64-61 on Nov. 9, 1994, in the first meeting and 53-50 on Jan.
24, 2002 . . . Shaun Dumas had 19 points, 10 assists and seven
assists to lead Xavier in an 83-71 win at The Barn on Jan. 13 . . .
Xavier is 21-0 when it scores 63 or more points against Loyola.

Most Recently: Xavier won 80-67 Thursday at Mobile to
improve to 8-4 in the league. The Rush shot 56 percent from the
floor — the third time in five games Xavier reached 55 percent —
and shot a season-best 92.3 percent from the line (24 of 26).

Worst to First: It took 25 days for the Rush to climb from last
place (10th) in the GCAC to first . . . Xavier, 0-4 in the league
after a Jan. 11 loss at Spring Hill, took sole possession of first
place Monday after a 92-78 home victory against Tougaloo . . .
Close behind are SUNO (9-5), LSU-Shreveport (8-5), William
Carey (8-5), Tougaloo (7-5), Spring Hill (7-6) and Mobile (7-6).

Next: Xavier plays SUNO at 7:30 p.m. Monday at The Barn in
the Gold Rush’s final regular-season home game.
