n Briefly: First home game in 41 days for the Gold Rush . . . XU has won 22 of its past 25 games at
The Barn dating to February 2008 . . . Sophomore forward Cordell Hadnot averaged 19.5 points and nine
rebounds in XU’s previous two games . . . Senior guard Marcus Coleman is Spring Hill’s career leader
with 335 made 3-pointers, and he leads NAIA Division I this season with 5.5 made 3-pointers per game.
n Series: This is the 72nd meeting. The series began in 1976-77. Xavier leads 39-32, but Spring Hill won
the past four meetings, including all three in 2009 and the past two games at The Barn. Xavier’s most recent
victory was 71-64 at Spring Hill on Jan. 5, 2008. The Rush and Badgers have a current streak of 25 games
without either team reaching 80 points. Spring Hill shot 50 percent from the floor against Xavier in 2009.
