n Briefly: The Gold Rush plays tonight and Saturday night at The Barn . . . Xavier seeks its eighth straight
3-0 regular-season start . . . The Gold Rush won 17 of its past 19 games at The Barn dating to February 2008.
n Series: First meeting. This is the second straight year that Xavier plays a member of the Southern States
Athletic Conference — the Rush defeated Southern Polytechnic 58-55 at The Barn in the 2008-09 opener.
n Most Recently: Tough night on the road for the Rush, which shot 27 percent from the floor and was
outrebounded by 29 Tuesday in a 90-37 exhibition loss to NCAA Division I member Western Kentucky . . .
In XU’s most recent regular-season game, the Rush beat Wesley (Miss.) 70-54 at The Barn on Saturday and
got 14 points from Devin Andrew and a career-high 13 points from Cordell Hadnot.
n About the Barons: Brewton-Parker was 9-20 in 2008-09 and 8-10 in the SSAC but had an overtime home
win against SSAC runner-up Lee . . . Returnees Eddie Dixon and Brandon Barron both averaged 8.8 points per
game this past season, and Nathan Greene made 39 3-pointers and shot 42 percent from behind the arc.
n Did You Notice? Gulf Coast Athletic Conference men’s basketball teams are 19-2 in non-conference
games this season, and nine of the 10 teams are still unbeaten. Conference games will begin Jan. 7.
n Next: Both teams will play Saturday . . . Xavier will face Texas College at 7 p.m. at The Barn . . .
Brewton-Parker will remain in town and play Loyola at 3 p.m. at The Den.
