Xavier — Jarryn Cleaves, 13.1 ppg; Mobile — Rheonda Leary, 13.8 ppg.

Most Recently: Xavier outscored Tougaloo 10-1 in the first four minutes and never
relinquished the lead in a 64-54 road victory Thursday. It was the GCAC opener for both
schools and the Gold Nuggets’ 48th conference victory in their last 53 games.

Series: Xavier leads 32-13 and won 21 of the last 27 meetings. Mobile has not beaten
Xavier in The Barn since the 1998-99 season.

Streaks:
— Xavier’s Jarryn Cleaves has made her last 15 free-throw attempts and made at least one
3-pointer in each of her last 16 games.
— The Nuggets have a 25-game winning streak in The Barn against GCAC opponents.
Their last league loss was 64-62 to SUNO on Feb. 7, 2002.
— Xavier has not allowed 100 points in its last 238 games. The last opponent to score 100
was Southern Nazarene, which beat Xavier 101-76 in Bethany, Okla., on Nov. 28, 1998.
— Mobile has a five-game winning streak and won the last four by an average of 20 points.

Also Notable:
— Mobile is No. 20 in this week’s NAIA Division I rankings. Xavier has defeated two
teams in this week’s top 25 — No. 7 Montana Western and No. 22 Westmont.
— Since an 80-73 non-conference loss at Delta State on Jan. 3, 2003, Xavier is 82-19 (.812).
— Mobile shared the GCAC regular-season title with William Carey in 2005-06 and defeated
the Lady Saders in the conference tourney final. Xavier did not compete last season because
of the effects of Hurricane Katrina — prior to that the Nuggets shared the 2002-03 GCAC
regular-season championship and won the 2003-04 and 2004-05 titles outright.
