Series: Xavier leads 4-1. The teams split a pair of games in 2004-05. The Lady Pilots
won the most recent meeting 75-59 at Shreveport on Feb. 10, 2005. Xavier won the other
game that season, 65-45 at The Barn on Jan. 10, 2005.

Most Recently: Dominee Matthews scored 12 of her 17 points in the second half
Saturday, and Brittany Whitmore added a career-high 16 points to rally Xavier to a 73-60
victory against Mobile at The Barn.  The Gold Nuggets trailed 27-14 before storming back
for their 49th Gulf Coast Athletic Conference victory in their last 54 games. Xavier made a
season-high eight 3-point field goals.

Streaks:
— The Nuggets have a 26-game winning streak in The Barn against GCAC opponents.
Their last league loss was 64-62 to SUNO on Feb. 7, 2002.
— Xavier has not allowed 100 points in its last 239 games. The last opponent to score 100
was Southern Nazarene, which beat Xavier 101-76 in Bethany, Okla., on Nov. 28, 1998.

Also Notable:
— Xavier has defeated three teams in the latest NAIA Division I top 25 — No. 7 Montana
Western, No. 20 Mobile and No. 22 Westmont. New rankings will be announced Wednesday.
— Since an 80-73 non-conference loss at Delta State on Jan. 3, 2003, Xavier is 83-19 (.814).
— Xavier has won 33 of its last 35 games when scoring 70 or more points, including a 5-0
record this season.
— Dominee Matthews ranks 24th in NAIA Division I with 3.0 offensive rebounds per game.

Shreveport will play host to GCAC opponent Mobile at 5 p.m. Saturday.
