Briefly: Xavier seeks its second straight victory and the 52nd in its last 54 games at The Barn.
Series: Xavier leads 2-0. The Nuggets won 65-49 on Nov. 11, 2006, at The Barn.
Rankings: Xavier is No. 26 in NAIA Division I, based on its 64 points from the preseason poll.
Most Recently: Xavier beat Texas College 75-30 Saturday in its home opener. LaTashia Wise

had a career-best 13 points, and freshman Danielle Jones had 10 points and 10 rebounds.
One More For Sole Possession: Jarryn Cleaves’ next 3-pointer will give her sole posses-

sion of Xavier’s career record. Cleaves has made 204 treys, the same as Courtney Simon (1992-96).
On the Defensive: Last season the Nuggets allowed 152 points in the first two games. This

season they allowed 83. Xavier opponents are shooting 28.3 percent (30 of 106) from the floor.
Fresh Perspective: Four freshmen — Shayla Boyd, Danielle Jones, Le’Keisha Lee and Ashley

McGill — have scored 34.4 percent of the Nuggets’ points. Shayla Boyd, at 9.5 points per game, is
the team’s No. 2 scorer. Last season freshman accounted for 6.1 percent of the scoring.
