Series: Xavier leads 3-0, including two victories during the 2002-03 season.
Rankings: Xavier is No. 26 in NAIA Division I, based on its 64 points from the preseason poll.
Most Recently: Both teams won Friday. Xavier beat Concordia (Ala.) 63-46 at The Barn,

and Wiley won 74-61 at Loyola to snap the Wolfpack’s school-record 18-game home winning
streak. Loyola is ranked 17th in NAIA Division I.

Three Times a Lady: Jarryn Cleaves made six 3-pointers Friday, and her first at 18:08 of the
first half gave her sole possession of Xavier’s career record. Cleaves has 210 3-pointers. Courtney
Simon (1992-96) held the previous mark of 204.

On the Defensive: Xavier opponents are shooting .284 from the floor and averaging 43 points.
