They

rallied in the second half for an 87-81 victory over the Houston Jaguars on Oct. 27, 2006, and they

defeated the Nashville All-Stars 76-62 on Oct. 27, 2007.

n Defending Champion: Xavier enters the 2008-09 season as the defending champion of the Gulf

Coast Athletic Conference Tournament. The Nuggets won that game 65-64 at top-seeded Loyola when

Shayla Boyd made a basket with seven-tenths of a second remaining,

n Many New Faces: The Nuggets have zero seniors for the first time since 1994-95, and there are

10 newcomers, including nine freshmen. Despite that Xavier was first in the GCAC coaches poll.
