Briefly: First game in 12 days for the Gold Nuggets . . . A victory would give the Nuggets
a 4-0 start for just the second time in Bo Browder’s 11 seasons as head coach . . . Whitney Goard
leads Wiley with 16.3 points and 6.0 rebounds per game and a .900 free-throw percentage.

Series: Xavier leads 6-0, including two victories this past season.
Rankings: Xavier was among “others receiving votes” (28th place, 37 points) in the NAIA

Division I preseason coaches poll. The first regular-season poll will be announced December 7.
Most Recently: XU beat LeMoyne-Owen 78-53 on November 9 for its 18th straight win in a

regular-season home opener . . . Wiley got its first win of the season, 86-61 at Rust on Wednesday.
Barn Baby Barn! Xavier has a five-game winning streak at The Barn and 80 victories in its

past 83 games at its campus facility, which opened in 1937. In conference games the Nuggets
have won three straight, 15 of their past 16 and 48 of their past 50.

Next: The Nuggets will play Concordia (Ala.) at 5 p.m. Monday at The Barn . . . Wiley will
travel to Philander Smith (Little Rock, Ark.) for a 5:30 p.m. game on Monday, November 30.
