Writing the Final Report for your Grant

This report is an important way to summarize the impact that your funding has had on your scholarly work. Excerpts may be used in yearly reports to the funding agency, to secure future funding by the Center, and must always be available to funding agencies if they should request it. These reports are important, so do take time here. 

Suggested format:

Summary of project purpose, and statement of original goals (1 paragraph)

Details of what was accomplished, and who participated (2-3 paragraphs)


Include in this discussion both goals that were completed as well as those that were not. For those that were not, explain why they were not.

Future plans (1 brief paragraph)
Presentations/Publications. Also list any future plans

Summary of specific outcomes
