Here are the key details regarding the LAER:
· Purpose: Developed in partnership with the National Institute for Excellence in Teaching (NIET), this rubric defines and develops effective instruction for teacher candidates.
· Components: It consists of 12 indicators based on NIET’s research-based Teaching Standards Rubric, which are aligned with the Louisiana Educator's Rubric (LER).
· Goal: To establish a common language for observation, feedback, and collaboration to ensure aspiring teachers are classroom-ready.
· Scoring: It uses a five-level rating scale for performance.

Aspiring teachers can earn a score of 1, 2, 3, 4, or 5 for each of the 12 indicators.  
Level 5: Exemplary = Consistent Evidence of Student-Centered Learning/ Student Ownership of Learning – Teacher and Students Facilitate the Learning
Level 4: Distinguished = Some Evidence of Student Ownership of Learning – Teacher Facilitates the Learning
Level 3: Proficient = Some Evidence of Student-Centered Learning/Student Ownership of Learning– Teacher Facilitates the Learning
Level 2: Developing = Some Evidence Moving Toward Student-Centered Learning – Emphasis on Teacher Direction
Level 1: Improvement = Minimal Evidence of Student Ownership of Learning – Heavy Emphasis on Teacher Direction
